A) I was elected president of France 
in May of this year after running on a 
strong “law and order” ticket. I am known 
for my energetic style and short temper. I 
am also known for my love of Americans 
and the American work ethic and have 
been campaigning to increase the French 
workweek from 35 to 40 hours.

B) In 2005, when I was the Interior 
Minister, I was heavily criticized for refer-
ring to young rioters in the Paris sub-
urbs as “rabble.”

C) Last week, after a highly lucrative 
visit to China, where I secured $30 bil-
lion in contracts, I returned home to 
another outbreak of rioting in the Paris 
suburbs. The riots were sparked when 
two teenage boys were killed after their 
motorbike collided with a police car. I 
have promised a full investigation of the 
incident and have visited the area to help 
restore calm. Now people are watching 
to see whether I can keep the situation 
under control and deal with the prob-
lems underlying the unrest. Who am I?
