A group of activists is
calling on this European
nation to repay a 200-
year-old “independence debt” to
help rebuild earthquake-ravaged
Haiti. Settlers from this nation
colonized Haiti in the 17th and 18th centuries, but
their rule here was overthrown by a successful slave
revolt in 1791. The European nation demanded that
Haiti pay a large debt in return for its independence.
The debt, described as “illegitimate and illegal” by
activists, placed a huge economic burden on Haiti from
the outset. Haiti was still paying it off in 1947. The debt
is now valued at $22 billion dollars. Name this country.
